Participants are asked to identify underlying feelings beneath anger using actual personal situations. The audience will learn how to identify counterproductive methods of dealing with anger, how to cope with angry people, steps for dealing with anger, and more.

Mental health service providers are beginning to fully grasp the impact that traumatic events have on a person’s physiological and mental health. The experience of trauma affects the way we think, the way we learn, the way we remember things, and the way we feel about ourselves. Many clinicians make the point that it is not the trauma itself that does damage, but how our minds and bodies react in their own ways to the traumatic experience. Trauma informed services consider the impact of trauma on the individual seeking help, and use this knowledge to be sensitive to their unique needs in an approach to heal relationships.
